Some key items to bring to your attention: 

 

- the next Engage event will take place at the Myerside Pavilion on 10th March. This is free 

and open to all pupils and parents and is a great opportunity to learn about a range of 

careers and job sectors. This is unique to Boroughmuir and we are intensely proud of it and 

would really encourage you to attend.  

 

- Our cheese and wine fundraising event is unlikely to take place until the Autumn and we 

are in need of many hands to make this successful. The team are seeking parents with access 

to catering supplies, refrigerated vehicles etc. Watch this space for a call for help shortly.  

 

- The mobile phone consultation is now live as presented by Mrs Fraser above and we 

encourage all parents to participate in this so that their views are heard.  

 

- The school roll is predicted to hit 1800 in the coming years. Not only does this put intense 

pressure on staff and teaching space but on the social and activity spaces in the school 

grounds. As a parent body, we need to consider a written deputation to the Education 

Children and Families Committee.
